Dear Colleagues and Friends

It is my great pleasure to welcome you all to the Second Korean Japanese Joint Headache Symposium in Tokyo, Japan, on 15th November, 2008. Recently, there has been great progress in the treatment of headache and in research on the causes, based on the international classification of headache and the widespread use of triptan. In Asia, the 13th International Headache Congress was organized by Prof. Fumihiko Sakai and successfully completed in 2005. This helped to increase the interest in headache care and research in Japan,  and the number of members of the Japanese Headache Society has increased to 1800.
 To promote the exchange of information on headache between Korea and Japan, the first Japanese Korean Headache Congress was held under Prof. Chin Sang Chung, in Seoul, 2006. We have one more important oral session from five young investigators in each country before the symposium, and I hope we will hear about recent advances in clinical and experimental studies. In future, I hope that we can develop collaborative strategies to improve the treatment of headache. Finally, I hope your attendance will be a rewarding one academically and socially. Please enjoy the beautiful Japanese autumn, the season of falling leaves.
